Summary of Public Comment and Agency Response:

A written comment was received by Barbara Sachau of New Jersey.

COMMENT: Barbara Sachau e-mailed the Racing Commission
indicating her opposition to the proposed emendment. The commenter
believes that Phenylbutazone should be banned for reasons including that
permitting race horses to compete with drugs is abusive. The commenter
also believes that the administration of medication to a horse such as
Flunixin while in a restrictive fashion allowed by this same ruje. but not
the subject of the proposed rule amendment, should be disallowed.

RESPONSE: The Racing Commission does not agree with the
commenter. Phenylbutazone is an accepted medication for race horses
and the proposed amendment’s reduction of the permissible level s
zeared toward improving the rule and addressing the comcerns
surrounding the veterinarians” improved ability to evaluate the soundness
of horses. Although the rule proposal does not seek to amend the rule
concerning the administration of Flunixin, which the commenter also
addresses, the Commission does not agree with her comment in that
Flunixin is also widely accepted as a race day medication when properly
regulated as per the rules of the New Jersey Racing Commission.
